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Abstract

This study aimed to: 1) study the use of English language learning strategies by undergraduate
students at Thepsatri Rajabhat University and 2) compare the differences between the English
language learning strategies used by English major students and Communication Arts students.
The sample for the study was 63 students who enrolled in the second semester of 2019, including
35 English major students and 28 Communication Arts students at Thepsatri Rajabhat University,
by using the purposive sampling method. The research instrument was a 5-point rating scale
questionnaire. The statistics used in the data analysis were frequency, mean, standard deviation,
and t-test (Independent Samples).

The findings revealed that the first-year undergraduate students majoring in English and
Communication Arts employed all English language learning strategies at a medium level.
Following an analysis of each strategy, metacognitive strategies were found to be the most often
used, followed by cognitive strategies, social strategies, memory strategies, compensation
strategies, and affective strategies, respectively. Furthermore, an overall comparison of English
language learning strategies used by English majors and Communication Arts students indicated

no significant difference between the two groups of students.
