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Abstract

The research study on the title: the approach of creating knowledge and awareness of
accidents from violating traffic laws in Mueang Nonthaburi police Station responsibility’s area
aims to study the problems of the accidents resulting from the traffic violations. The study also
aims to propose the guidelines to build up the knowledge and raise the awareness on traffic
accidents caused by the traffic violations of the people in the area. The executives and traffic
operators in the fiscal year of 2018 at Muang Nonthaburi Provincial Police Station, in total 35
persons were interviewed, and the data were analyzed using the content analysis technique.

The results found that 1) the problems of accident resulting from the traffic violations,
among the top 10 of the most common offenses, not wearing a helmet while driving of both
driver and passengers was ranked in the first place. This problem is caused from the public’s
lack of knowledge and awareness on the traffic accidents; 2) for the ways and guidelines to
build up on people’s knowledge and awareness on the traffic accidents, the equipment
recording on each individual’s traffic law offenses would be needed. The police officers could
use it to detect the one who violates the traffic law, then educate and train those people to
have the good understanding on the severe effects from their violations. Those people could
also expose to the real events, for example joining as the volunteer with NGOs that they need
to help the injured and those who are killed in traffic accidents. In this way, people who
violated the traffic law could see more clearly the impact of what they have done to themselves,

to other people and to society.

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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study learning achievement and concepts in
biology of Secondary Education Year 4 Students by using 5E inquiry learning management with
questioning technique. The participants of this research were 27 of tenth grade students at
Pranarai school, Lopburi Province. They were selected through the cluster random sampling.
The research instruments were lesson plans using 5E inquiry learning management with
questioning technique, learning achievement in biology test, and concepts in biology test. The
data were analyzed by using mean, standard deviation, one sample t-test, and dependent
sample t-test.

The results of this research showed that the learning achievement and concepts in
biology of the tenth grade students after learning 5E inquiry learning management with
questioning technique were higher than before learning with a statistically significant at .05 level

and higher than the 70 percent criteria with a statistically significant at .05 level.

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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study learning achievement and science process
skills of Secondary Education Year 1 Students using the backward design. The participants of
this research were 33 of seventh grade students in the second semester of academic year 2016
at a school in Chonburi Province. They were selected through the cluster random sampling.
The research instruments consisted of lesson plans using the backward design, learning
achievement test, and science process skills test. The data were analyzed by using mean,
standard deviation, dependent sample t-test and one sample t-test.

The results of this research showed that: The students’ posttest scores of learning
achievement after using the backward design were statistically significant higher than the
pretest scores at the .05 level. The students’ posttest scores of learning achievement after
using the backward design were statistically significant higher than 60 percent criteria at the .05
level. And The students’ posttest scores of science process skills after using the backward

design were statistically significant higher than the pretest scores at the .05 level.

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Abstract

This cross-sectional analysis research aims to study the administrative collaboration model
for the rice development program of the local government organization in the upper-central
provinces, Region 2, and to create a model for administrative collaboration for the rice development
program of the local government organization in the region. Even though, the research was
conducted with the quantitative mean, the information and data were verified with the qualitative
mean. The sample populations were the 140 chief executives of the local sovernment organization
or their representatives. By using the data from the focus group discussion with the 25 stakeholders,
and the model suitability assessment form, the model was verified. The data from questionnaire
were analyzed using a multiple regression analysis and the descriptive statistics which were mean
and standard deviation.

The research found that: 1) they were two models that statistically significantly effected on
the rice development program which were the Reactive Collaboration Model and the Abstinence
Collaboration Model. However, they were four models that did not effect on the rice development,
and with no statistical significance, which were the Top-Down Collaboration Model, the Donor-
Recipient Collaboration Model, the Jurisdiction-Based Collaboration Model and the Contented
Collaboration Model; 2) it was considered that the Reactive Collaboration Model was the most
suitable model. The experts also raise some suggestions that the administrators who could organize
this collaboration model need to have these following characteristics which are: 1. the leadership on
the transformations and changes; 2. the experience and 3. the power. These characteristics are the
important keys that could help leading the local development activities, and can help solving the

emergency problems in the due time.

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Abstract

The purposes of this study were 1) to study the practical approach regarding the
knowledge and experiences of senior tourists in volunteer tourism. 2) Analyze the factors of the
volunteer tourism marketing mix in line with the priorities of senior tourists. This research data
collection employs the survey method by 400 senior tourists. The research analysis applies the
descriptive statistics method to discover frequency rate, percentage rate, average rate, standard
deviation.

The results revealed that 1) senior tourists choose to use knowledge and experience to
utilize the nutrition the most at 19.3 percent. Regarding reasoning, they think they are valuable
to others at 39.5 percent. They chose as speakers to transfer knowledge at 37.5 percent and
they are in good health at 36.8 percent. They chose community tourism activities at 24.5
percent for the best period of 2-4 days at 51.5 percent. 2) The important level of marketing mix
factors is high with an average of 3.72, when considering each aspect found a very important
level is people factor by an average score of 3.95. Followed by physical evidence, price,
process, product and place had an average score of 3.86, 3.74, 3.64, 3.59 and 3.56 respectively.

The least important aspect is promotion had an average score at 3.55.

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Abstract

The quantitative research intends to study the roles of the licensed security officers in
helping the police officers to prevent the crime according to law. The research also aims to
study the security guards’ personal factors and environmental factors effecting on the role. The 200
licensed security guards answered the questionnaires about their roles and the personal factors
of being the licensed security guards. The data were analyzed using percentage, means
standard deviation and t-test.

The result found that: 1) in the operation, the licensed security guards occupied with
main three duties which were: 1. to assist the police officers in arresting the offenders under the
Criminal Code; 2. to protect and ensure the safety in life, body and property of the citizen and
3. to immediately report the crimes and offences to the administrative official or to the local
police officers when there was a commission of offences or there was a reasonable ground to
believe that there would be a crime happening within the responsible area; 2) the personal
factors effecting on being the licensed security guards included, the person needed to be male,
aged between 21-25 years old, needed to be trained under the security guard program, and
needed to have the working experience for more than 5 years. They also needed to take
numerous roles in helping the police officers in preventing the crimes. For the environment
factors, they needed to do the operation manuals, supervised and inspected the other security
guards who were on duties, and provided the communication equipment to communicate with
the operation center during working. The later duty effects directly to the security guards’ role

on helping the police officers to prevent the crimes.

Abstract

This research aims to 1) study the strategic leadership of school administrators. Under
Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 1 2) to compare the strategic
leadership of the school administrators under Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Educational Service
Area Office 1, classified by positional status 3) to find ways for developing strategic leadership of
school administrators under Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, The
sample consisted of 25 school administrators, 302 teachers under Nakhon Ratchasima Primary
Educational Service Area Office 1, Academic Year 2019, totaling 327 people. Specifying the sample
size by using a ready-made table, Krejcie and Morgan. Performed random sample by using the
method of simple random sampling. For Target groups, the selection is performed by a specific
method which were 5 qualified persons. The research tools were questionnaires and interviews.
The data was analyzed using the SPSS program by using t-test independent, statistical value is
set at .05 significant level. And analyzed content then described in essay form.

The results of the research show that: 1) Strategic leadership of school administrators
under Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, the overall level was at a
high level. And when considered on each aspect, it was found at high level in all aspects. The
aspect with the highest average was the emphasizing moral practice, followed by the balanced
control of the organization. And the aspect with the lowest average was the support of effective
organizational culture. 2) Comparison of the strategic leadership of the school administrators under
Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, classified by status of position.
The overall is different. And when considering each aspect, it was found that there were four
different aspects: organizational resource management, the support of effective organizational
culture, emphasizing moral practice and balanced control of organization. There was 1 aspect
which is not different. It was strategic directionalization. 3) Strategic leadership development guidelines
for school administrators under Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 1,
there were 5 strategic leadership development guidelines which consist of: the school
administrators should have strategies to be used in the administration of educational institutions
and be a leader in practice. Manage resources to match the educational institution's context.
Create a good corporate culture according to the present era. To be a good role model for subordinates
in terms of morality, ethics and systematic management. There is performance evaluation as

well as personnel of the organization involved in the decision-making of the operation.

However, when considering on each aspect,
it showed the factors effected on the interpersonal skills with the statistical significant differences
at .05 and 3) for the guidelines on the development of the skills, the research would like to
provide some suggestions that the school administrators should have a variety of management
techniques, and need to conduct the behaviors to be respectful by the colleagues.

Chinese New Imperialism on Thailand Border Areas
In THE 21°7 Century

Abstract

Thailand and China have been deepening their international relations since the Ping-
Pong diplomacy in 1975. The relations between the two countries had started in the 13th
century based on trading purposes. Ethnic Chinese in Thailand are the main group of people
who support the Thai-Chinese trade today. On the other hand, Thailand also had become an
ally of the United States since WWII. The relations between Thailand and the United States
started with political purposes and has expanded to include benefits for trade since then.
Thailand has always bought American arms, however, in recent years, Thailand has balanced its
relations with the two powers in this regard by buying Chinese submarines to deepen their
relations.

The military coup which had started in Thailand in May 2014, has been building
stronger diplomatic relations with China under foreign direct investment between the two
countries. That causes Thailand to develop a better relationship with China. This research is
focused on the foreign policy of China towards Thailand and Thailand towards China. Prayut
Chan-o-cha and President Xi Jinping have created stronger relations under the project of Belt
and Road Initiative in Thailand, especially the Special Economic Zone in border areas and
Greater Mekong Sub region co-operations. It is a win-win situation for Thailand government and

Chinese entrepreneur but it is a losing game for the local Thai people.

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Introduction

Southeast Asia has a long history of international relations with China and it has
adopted the Chinese method of commerce and politics. China has spread the power to
Southeast Asia for more than a thousand years. Therefore, states in Southeast Asia, including
Siam (the old name of Thailand before 1932), have fallen under imperial China’s influence. The
tribute system has been developing continuously between Siam and China ever since.

The tribute system is an international relations system between China and other
countries (Z. Feng, 2010), which had regulations, norms, and rules to control all the states that
were willing to become a vassal state under China. Under the tribute system with China, every
state needed to send diplomats to China and offer rare goods, like ivory, to the Chinese
emperor. The representative of China’s tributaries needed to show respect by kowtowing or
kneeling three times. After that, the emperor will bestow many luxury products, such as silk,
gold, and Chinese innovation. This had opened the door to military, economic, and cultural
relations. Southeast Asian states would receive more than they had offered initially to China,
including protection provided by China. Moreover, these states would become legal trading
partners with China. Trading with China was the most important reason why Southeast Asian
states were willing to be under the Chinese tribute system (X. Feng, 2011).

Trading may have been important to China, but the most paramount was the influence
and the positioning of China as the center of the universe, or “Tian Xia,” that the tribute system
emphasized. As more members fell into the tribute system, the greater the power of China
grew. All the states that surrounded China accepted the tribute system with honor until the
end of the Qing dynasty. Siam in the 1 8 th century sent a diplomat to pay respect to China.
Between 1835-1846, Siam had sent diplomats to pay tribute to China a total of nine times. As a
result, Siam then received molding technology from China, as evident from the records showing
that Siam had sold a lot of Chinese molds to other states (Chansiri, 2008). Moreover, Siam had
sent diplomats for the international relations with China 112 times during 1368-1644.
Meanwhile, China had sent diplomats to Siam 19 times, two of which were the visits by Zheng
He, the “sailing diplomat of China” (Z. Feng, 2010). During the Qing dynasty, from 1644 to 1911,
86 percent of Siamese goods had been sent to China, and Chinese ships made up the majority
of ships in Siamese ports at that time. However, China became a disgraceful country during the
Opium Wars in the mid 18 centuries until 1949. Then, when China became a communist
country, Siam tried to fade out of China’s influence (Yos, 2015).

After Richard Nixon, the president of the United States, had visited China in 1972, Thailand,
then an ally of the United States, also consider redeveloping a relationship with China after
being anti-China as a communist country. The visit of Kukrit Pramoj, the prime minister of
Thailand, to China in 1974 had strengthened the relation between China and Thailand again
after Thailand had been fearful of failing into the domino effect of communism. China had

recognized that Thailand was an important chess piece in Southeast Asia, as Thailand
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controlled the natural resources among the Mekong region and could also resist the power of
the United States, as the United States was trying to limit Chinese influence in Southeast Asia
(Rutherford, Lazarus &Kelly, 2008). Leaders of both Thailand and China announced that the
relations between the two countries were “special relations” as Zhu Rong Ji, the prime minister
of China in 2001 stated in a speech, “China and Thailand have a very special relationship. We
are like relatives.” This speech touched the hearts of both Chinese and Thai people
(Kurlantzick, 2006).

Tighter relations between China and Thailand had strengthened after 1970 for four
reasons. First, there was more co-operation in commerce after China had the economic reform.
Second, Thailand was an ally who played an important role during the Cambodian-Vietnam
War. Third, this tighter relation was for providing an advantage to the Chinese overseas in
Thailand. Fourth, Thailand was a useful ally for China in regards to economics and politics, as
Thailand does not neighbor to China, so there were no conflicts about borders (Cheng, 2012).
However, before 1970, Thailand had been an untrustworthy ally of China, as Thailand had been
afraid of communism and tried to help the United States block communist influence in
Thailand and its neighbors during that time (Li &hong, 2011).

The Beijing government during the Mao era criticized Thailand for joining SEATO, thus
causing Thailand and China relations to be weaken. Thailand, under the Sarit Tanarat’s coup at
the time, had worsened relations between Thailand and China because Sarit supported the
feudal system under the Thai monarchy (Chambers, 2005). The relations between Thailand and
China had begun deteriorating immediately, and this caused China to see Thailand as an
untrustworthy ally. At the same time, Sarit and Thanorm allowed US troops to base in Thailand
for the Indochina war. The close relations between Thailand and the US threatened China, and
China saw Thailand as the main player supporting the US in the Indochina War (Zhang, 2012).
Additionally, Thailand allowed US troops to be based near the southern border of China,
making China afraid that the US may threaten them at any time. As a result, China retaliated by
supporting arms to the communist in Thailand (Chambers, 2005 ). China's support of the
communist in Thailand was the clue that China disliked the closer relations between Thailand
and the United State, however, Thailand did not pay attention to that sign because Thailand
was focused on anti-communism. Thai elites were very afraid of Chinese communism after
1949. Chinese abroad in Thailand were forced by the Thai elites to assimilate to Thai culture,
and the Thai government tried to destroy the Chinese identity among the ethnic Chinese in
Thailand. Moreover, the Thai government had asked for military funding from the United States
to combat with the spread of communism (Zawacki, 2017).

In 1950, the Thai government supported arms to Kuomintang (KMT) troops, remnants
of Chinese Nationalist forces fighting communism, at the Thai and Burmese borders to defend
against the invasion of communism from Burma neighboring. On the other hand, Thailand was

the first country to send troops to aid the American forces in the Korean War. The United States
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started helping Thailand economically and funding militarily since then. (Chansiri, 2008). In 1957,
the Thai government helped the United States with its involvement in the civil war in Laos,
resulting in the US announcing that it would help Thailand immediately if Thailand was
attacked. This developed into the SEATO treaty, the main office of which is in Bangkok,
Thailand. This serves mainly to protect Thailand from the communist (Reuters, 2017).

After the 1960s, the context of Southeast Asian geography caused Thailand’s relations
with China to tight up. To explain more about this issue, Nixonism affected the foreign policy of
the United States and led to the US withdrawing its troops from Vietnam and ending the
Vietnam War, which ceased the blockade with China and started the development of relations
between the two countries. Part of the United States motivation was to use China against the
Soviet Union (Tagilacozzo, &Wen, 201 1), which led Thai diplomats to consider banwagoning
with the United States or with China. As a result, Thailand started to strengthen relations with
China to balance the power between the United States and China in Thailand by considering
the termination of hosting United States troops because having the US troops would be a
reminder of their conflict with China and Vietnam. Thailand needed to strengthen relations with
both China and Vietnam to support the stability of its own country (Dumenil, &Levy, 2011).

The formal visitation of President Nixon to China influenced Southeast Asia countries to

strengthen relations with China, including Thailand. Thailand and China relations had risen when
Prime Minister KukRit Pramoj visited China and balanced the relations (G. Wang, 2006). The victory of
Ho Chi Minh had prompted Thai diplomats to strengthen relations with China, as China could
convince Vietnam to withdraw their threat from Thailand. However, China did not withdraw its
support for the communist in Thailand, even after Prime Minister KukRit Pramoj had formally
announced the relations between Thailand and China on July 1, 1975. On the other hand, the
conflict between Vietnam and China had increased, therefore Thailand and China grew closer in
their relations to become a mutual enemy with Vietnam (Xinhua, 2013).
In 1982, Thailand and the United States had tightened their relations because Thailand was
aware of the rise of the Soviet Union’s power and its support for Vietnam in Southeast Asia.
The United States responded to Thailand by sending weapons as soon as Thailand requested
them. Moreover, the United States had sent submarines to survey Vietnam more frequently.
Finally, Thailand and the US had started the Cobra Gold military exercise in Thailand, which was
the largest military practice in Asian history (Karber, 2010).

While Vietnam attacked Cambodia, Thailand chose to send weapons to support Cambodia, and
by doing so, Thailand helped China defeat Vietnam in the Khmer Rouge era. However, Thailand was also
fighting the communist within Thailand, so Thai government demanded the Chinese government to stop
sending weapons to the communist group in Thailand, which resulted in the end of the communist
group in Thailand. After that, Thai sovernment bought Chinese weapons and Chinese submarines, even

though they are not as advanced as American weapons, but they were sufficient for the borders around
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Thailand (Barabantseva, 2011). As a result, relations between Thailand and China have strengthened
since then.

Moreover, during the Tom-Yum-Kung crisis, or the Asian economic crisis in 1997, China
had supported Thailand by giving 1 billion USD to help Thailand recover from the economic
crisis. At the same time, the Japanese government did not help Thailand with anything but
criticized the mistakes that Thailand had made. Compared to the United States and Japan,
China was a valuable ally of Thailand during the Asian economic crisis. China had to fulfill a role
to become a trustworthy country for Thailand since then, resulting in the trade between
Thailand and China in the twenty-first century to rising from 138 billion USD to 436 billion USD
(Lu, 2012). The lesson from the Asian economic crisis had proven that the wealth of China is a
benefit for Southeast Asian countries. Therefore, China and Southeast Asia started to have more
military exchanges, more visits between diplomats, and an expanse of investment in the
Greater Mekong Subregion (GMS) during the 21st century.

Thai-Chinese Relations in the 21st Century, the started point of Thailand loose game
Under the Prime Minister Thaksin Shinawatra era, Thailand and China became closer
friends due to the mutual interest of trading in the Mekong region. This period of China's rise
caused Thaksin to pay little interest to an old friend like the United States. Thaksin won his
election, defeating the opposing party by claiming that the past Thailand leaders leaded the
country by following the United State and Thailand never becoming independent and that
Thailand should stand on its own feet. The best way to begin hedging power is to start
balancing the relations Thailand has with China and India. During the Thaksin era, Thailand had
a distance relations with the United States compared to other Southeast Asian countries due to
Thaksin’s emphasis on nationalist, Asianized, and Anti-western ideology. According to records, he
never visited the United States during his time as a Prime Minister of Thailand (McCargo &Pathmanad, 2008).
In 2001, Thaksin had tried to avoid conflict with China by accepting China’s request to
stop the Falun Gong movement in Bangkok. In 2002, Thaksin denied the visa of Taiwanese
officials who would have arrived in Thailand for signing a contract of 200,000 Thai workers, and
the following year, due to a Chinese official visiting Thailand at the same time, the Thai
government under Thaksin era had refused to grant a business visa to Taiwanese businessmen
who intended to follow up on his business project in Thailand (Chen, &Haynes, 2002). During
the Thaksin era, the Thai government had intensely strengthened the strategic engagement with
China in every aspect, especially trading and investment. China gave good feedback by being very
active with engagement because it was beneficial to increase its power in Southeast Asia.
Unfortunately, the Thaksin era came to an end in 2006 by a military coup. This made
China lose confidence in the Thai military government, who previously opposed the communist
in Thailand. China had to secure its interests by not focusing on only one leader. After Surayud

Chulanont took the chair, the relations between China and Thailand continued moving forward.
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Meanwhile, the United States had to oppose the government because it was not the result of
elections, and it did so by halting military funding to Thailand at an amount of 24 million USD.
China, on the other hand, played the role of being a good friend to Thailand by providing 49
million USD to military funds. China also stressed that it will not sanction Thai internal conflict.
This led Thailand and China to strengthen their relations during the time of crisis (Wang, 2015).

Also during Surayud Chulanont taking control of the Thai government there was a
conflict in Southern of Thailand, causing Thai foreign relations to be uncertain. However, foreign
relations with China was a priority for Thailand. China was the first country Surayud visited after
he gained power. On May 28, 2007, Surayud met Prime Minister Wen and made a consensus on
being mutual strategic partners since the countries’ relations had been halted due to conflict in
the South. The consensus included mutual military practice, increased mutual investment, a
special economic zone in border areas, augmented mutual transportation, and facilitated
tourism in both countries (A. Liu, 2012).

In May 2010, the Pheu Thai Party won the election and increased relations with China
under much criticism from the Thai people. Yingluck, the Prime Minister of the Pheu Thai Party,
had allowed a Chinese company to invest in an ore mining business in Sakon Nakhon, a
province in Northeastern Thailand, comprising of 19,200 hectares to account for 12 mines for
Chinese business (Santasombat, 2015). This created a lot of pollution problems for the local
Thai people. Moreover, Chinese products could pass through CAFTA (China — Asian Free Trade
Agreement) easily since 2006, which led to half of the agricultural products that local people
could buy from the market were Chinese products because the price was lower than Thai
agriculture products, resulting in many farmers quitting their jobs and looking for new
opportunities to generate income. Moreover, Chinese agricultural products contained toxic
substances, and the Thai government was afraid to test the levels of insecticides on Chinese
vegetables. Local Thai people were living a risky life in their motherland without any rights to

know whether or not the food they were eating was healthy (Chen &Haynes, 2015).

The Influence of Chinese Investment and Culture in the Greater Mekong Sunregion Area
Modemization in the GMS was constructed by territorialization, or in other words, expanding
governors’ power in the GMS areas. The governors became powerful in areas of which they
never had control before, such as forests and mountains. What made governors have the right
to control the areas that did not been belong to them? The answer was the excuse to develop
the country. Since 1997, every government of Thailand has successfully brought capitalism to the
Thai economy and society. Obvious example was that Thailand being the creation of the FTA
(free trade agreement) with China. The FTA allowed the capitalist to take advantage of the Thai
forest and exploit local people, and the governor made it even easier to do so. For example,
rubber tree plantations in the northeastern area of Thailand were invested in and exploited by

Chinese companies (Siriphon, 2015, Cited in Santasombat, 2015). Thai governors provided rights
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for Chinese investors to turn nature into capital but did not build any protection for the local
people. On the other contrary, the Thai governor relegated the local people out of the areas,
as evident by what happened in the dam-building project in the GMS areas (Xinhua, 2013). The
coming of Chinese imperialism was easier with the local governors helping China turn natural
resources into capital.

These newer Chinese immigrants were different from the past: the old Chinese
immigrants arrived in Thailand by ships over the sea, but the new Chinese immigrants came to
Thailand by land borders. Chinese immigrants could thus be divided into two groups, overland
Chinese and overseas Chinese. The overland Chinese were not part of the emigration policy,
but they had new strategies to look for better opportunities for new business. Most overland
Chinese had a limited budget and education, therefore the border areas are a good choice for
them to invest and begin trading because it was cheaper (Siriphon, 2015, Cited in Santasombat,
2015).

IN 1990, overland Chinese started becoming merchants because they wanted to
continue Chinese style commerce. Chinese businessmen constantly searched for new
opportunities because getting richer was always their life’s goal. Chinese businessmen in the
Thai border areas are mostly from the rural area of the southern and southeastern parts of
China. With their smaller budget and the economic pressure from their home, instead of
moving to a big city in China, they searched for new opportunities along the borders. Chinese
businessmen wanted to build their wealth and success but did not want to stay long-term, but
rather they intended to move on when they saw other, better opportunities, wishing to earn
more money. These people could be called the Chinese diaspora. The economic system of the
Chinese diaspora started from the traditional Chinese business system, where they used
connections with Chinese overseas to get into Chinese society in those areas using the
advantage of having the same surname and connecting to the local Chinese community (H. Liu,
2016).

Since 1980, there have been four main reasons why Chinese businessmen could get
into Thai border economic zones successfully. First, the economy in China became better after
President Deng Xiao Ping invited foreign investors to China, which brought a lot of money to
China. Second, the emigration policy started around 1985, and the result was quite impressive
from 2004 onward. This policy allowed Chinese people to go out and find new opportunities
abroad. There were around five million people per year, and some of them were heading to
the GMS area. Third, business areas around the borders had expanded because of the incoming
Chinese businessmen, which led to more investment and improved transportation in the GMS
area. Lastly, the Chinese government had successfully built a nice image of China as being a
good friend to Thailand during the economic crisis. This reduced the worries and panic that

Thailand had regarding the Chinese government (Yunmo Wang, 2015).
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Chinese businesses were more important in the border area between Thailand and
Laos during the 1970s. The old Chinese who immigrated to Laos, Cambodia, and Vietnam were
quite similar to each other but different from other Chinese immigrants in Indochina because
the older Chinese immigrants had to face the difficulties of civil wars in Laos, Cambodia, and
Vietnam, while Chinese immigrants to Thailand, Malaysia and Singapore did not. Therefore, it was
only 10,000 Chinese immigrants in Laos, while there were millions in Thailand, Malaysia, and
Singapore (Laungaramsri, 2013). These 10,000 Chinese immigrant in Laos became more successful
compare to the other three countries as they have fewer competitors and be able to have a
bigger share in the market. On the other hand, most of the old overseas Chinese immigrants in
Laos are Chaozhou, Chinese Hainan, and Cantonese. However, some of themm moved out of
Laos in 1975 to escape the difficulties during the civil war, and some of those people have
since moved back to Laos to search for new opportunities in places such as Vientiane, Pakse,
and Savannakhet (Phua, 2011, Cited in Li, &hong, 2011).

The new Chinese immigrants, the overland Chinese, in the northern areas of Laos had
begun moving to Laos during the 1990s after the borders opened. Overland Chinese can be
divided into four groups. First group was the investors in casinos, hotels, factories, and fresh
market. Second group was the workers, such as construction workers, could become small
business owners later on. Third group was people who rent local agricultural land for their
agricultural businesses. Fourth group was the smalltime businessmen who immigrated alone or
with a family. This group likes to rent a small shop and do business in a market. The new wave
of Chinese immigrants is mostly from Hunan, Yunnan, Anhui, Zhejiang, Chongging, and Sichuan.
Their people could take advantage of the emigration policy and free economic zone
successfully (Yunmo Wang, 2015). There were two main reasons for emigrating which are personal
need, and support by the Chinese government. For the latter, the Chinese government
supported the Chinese businessmen both directly and indirectly, such as providing the
emigrants with 500,000 Thai baht for each businessman for one time to assist in building or
investing in business. Moreover, the Chinese government also helped them look for more funds
or loans from the banks and other big companies. On the other hand, the Chinese government
pushed the Asian development bank to support the ASEAN community project. The emigration
policy was established to distribute Chinese products and let Chinese businessmen hold the
duties of expanding Chinese products to Southeast Asia via Thailand’s borders. Moreover, the
emigration policy was also for procuring new natural resources from Southeast Asia, such as gas

and oil.

Conclusion
Thai government should pay attention to these small businesses, as they will become
a group of people who could control everything in the GMS areas as they are growing quickly

every day. These people will slowly push local Thai and Laos businessmen away. The question
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is how local people can adapt to this situation and not let Chinese businesses take control of
everything. Since 2015, the ASEAN community has also allowed border areas to be more
flexible for Chinese businessmen. There have been some local businessmen changing their
career to be an employee or to no longer do business but rent their land to Chinese
businessmen instead. Some have moved out of the border areas to look for a new place to do
business.

The new businesses on Thai and Laos borders have been creating a new wave of
commercial generation. This group of people have been able to assimilate to established local
Chinese people and also receive support from the Chinese government. The Chinese
government has been able to pressure Laos and Thai governments to give all facilities to the
incoming Chinese businesses by using sharp power. The most important thing is, soon, these
new businessmen will replace all local businessmen, or, at the least, local businessmen could
become only a small portion of the businesses in the GMS area.

Nowadays, businesses in Thai border areas have been growing very rapidly, including
Thailand- Cambodia and Thailand-Myanmar borders in addition to the previously mentioned
Thailand -Laos border. The value of the market in the GMS area has also been growing very
high, especially Chinese vegetables imported from the GMS area. New Chinese immigrants have
continued coming to do business, including small businessmen, laborers, investors, skilled
workers, and retailers. These people will be the group of people who will drive GMS business
and will cause local businessmen to slowly fade away or force them to become employees of
the Chinese businessmen in the future. It is a new challenge for the Thai government to dial in
relations with China, but the benefit of the local people should be the top priority when

making policies.
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Abstract

This paper examines how Natural Language Processing (NLP) could bring improvement
to language learning of primary school students who live in rural areas. NLP has been used in
many ways to improve human way of life. Nowadays, in the cities of Thailand many teachers
and students already take advantage of the various NLP systems available to aid language
learning in their schools. However, in rural areas it is difficult for students and teachers to
implement these technological systems. The paper aims to address how NLP could improve
language learning in the rural area of Khao Kho district, Phetchabun Province. The study focuses
on how the researcher introduced the NLP application to the school in order for it to be used
as a tool to improve English language learning in the area of correct pronunciation of English
words. The study follows qualitative approach and focuses on primary school students from
grades 4 to 6 from Nong Mae Na school. The data was collected from the primary resources in
order to identify problems faced by the students in understanding the correct method of pronunciation
as well as the obstacles Thai elementary students face in language learning. The population of
this study consisted of 60 students categorized into three groups. The DetectMeEnglish application
was used for the study, processing the attempts of the sample group and forming correct
English pronunciations during the pre-test. Moreover, it was used in various activities though out
the course of two days.

The learning activities targeted developing the students’ pronunciation ability and
included teaching related to the English Phonics rules, the English final sounds with “s” and
“ed” etc. The NLP application was then used again for the post-test to record the improvement
of the sample groups English pronunciation. The words used were carefully selected from the
English Standard Curriculum set up by the office of Basic Education Commission according to
the grades represented in the tests. Nevertheless, each sample group was tested with all the

selected words in order to gauge and compare the initial level of understanding and the overall
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improvement of each group. The results show the effectiveness of the NLP application as a

productive resource in language learning for primary school students who lived in rural areas.

Application
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Introduction

To find methods to improve students’ language learning ability is one of the most
challenging things that most language teachers have to face. For the past decade, NLP has
become a useful tool to improve many facets in education system especially in language
learning. NLP systems are becoming more and more recognized as effective tools that teachers
can use in their teaching (Burstein, 2009, pp.6-27). However, the researcher became aware that
there are still many rural areas where NLP is yet to reach. It is new and unknown which makes
it daunting for teachers welcome this kind of technology into their schools.

This study focuses on the application of NLP in language learning. This study will look
into the role NLP can have in language learning in rural areas. It will also define NLP in English
language and the implementation of NLP in the language learning framework. The procedure,
method, materials are detailed and provide in this paper to allow the work to be used again by
other researchers. While not all of the results could be displayed the results and discussion
show detailed analysis of the data collected from the study with the most interesting and
compelling trends being displayed. The conclusion is the last part of this study, which summarizes
the useful implementations and gives recommendations for further research.

Background of the Study:

The application of NLP is new to education especially when it involves language
learning or language assessment. Shermis, &Burstein (2013) see it could be used as a tool to
evaluate students’ second language proficiency in reading, writing, or speaking. NLP can be used
by students independently but also coupled with teachers tutoring to improve students second
language proficiency. Thus, it is an effective use of technology to develop approaches to
improve language learning.

There are many aspects of NLP one of which is phonetic analysis to detect and
potentially correct pronunciation errors such as incorrect final sounds of “s” in English of ESL
students (Leacock, Chodorow, Gamon, &Tetreault, 2010, pp.1-134). This research utilizes the
DetectMeEnglish application which is a software which is able to identify the sounds produced
by the learners and motivate language learning in natural settings. The application also provides
an effective approach for improving and developing an efficient system of managing phonetics
input in natural settings. NLP uses English Phonics rules according to the science of phonetics
such as consonants, short vowels, long vowels, silent, soft sound, syllable etc (Wahl,
Winiwarter, &Quirchmayr, 2010, pp.381-388). This approach can use as a tool to help students
improve their pronunciation abilities. Thus, the method of using NLP for this research aims to
emphasize improving language leamning through NLP applications.

Educational Inequaly in Thailand:

An issue in Thai education is that rural schools are resourced and staffed unequally
to that of city schools. It is recognized all over the country that small schools lack both

sufficient state funding as well as the teachers needed to increase the quality of teaching and
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academic performance levels in students (Bangkok Post, 2017). The difficulty for many rural
teachers is that they must teach multiple subjects. Small schools don’t have enough funding to
employ specialized English teachers.

NLP is an applicable and useful tool to aid language learning in rural areas as many
studies have shown the effectiveness of using NLP as a tool to develop and improve aspects of
the educational system and language learmning curriculums. In rural areas where the schools are
situated in the mountains, far from civilization, the NLP technology seems too new and
complicated to adopt into their curriculum. Many schools seem either unaware or too wary to
attempt using an NLP approach in their teaching methods. This being the case there are many
people all over the world using it to improve their language learning (Johnson, W., L., 2007).
This research hopes to develop awareness in rural communities that many schools are losing
the opportunity to improve their teaching methods and utilize this fascinating setting to

develop a better education standard.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
Objectives of the Study

The main objective of this research was to investigate the efficacy of using NLP
applications to develop and improve language learning of primary school students in rural
areas. The researcher also aims to create awareness for rural teachers to see the benefits of
NLP applications in their classroom so that in the future NLP applications designed to improve
language learning will reach further into the rural schools of Thailand.

Sample Group, Tools and Method

The population of this study consisted of 60 students categorized into three groups,
group A was grade 4 age between 9-10 years old: 6 boys which was 30 percent and 14 girls
which was 70 percent, group B was grade 5 age between 10-11 years old: 12 boys which was 60
percent and 8 girls which was 40 percent and group C was grade 6 age between 11-12 years old:
14 boys which was 70 percent and 6 girls which was 30 percent.

The DetectMeEnglish application was used for the study, processing the attempts of
the sample group and forming correct English pronunciations during the pre-test. Moreover, it
was used in various activities though out the course of two days. The learning activities targeted
developing the students’ pronunciation ability and included teaching related to the English
Phonics rules, the English final sounds with “s” and “ed” etc. Additional activities were planned
to encourage the students to enjoy learning English such as games that were still related to
English pronunciation but less of an academic setting so the students could have fun (Mitchell,
Evanini, &Zechner, 2014). The NLP application was then used again for the post-test to record
the improvement of the sample groups English pronunciation. The words used were carefully
selected from the English Standard Curriculum set up by the office of Basic Education

Commission according to the grades represented in the tests. There was a total of 30 words
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chosen; 10 for grade 4 level, 10 for grade 5 level and 10 for grade 6 level. Nevertheless, each
sample group was tested with all the selected words in order to gauge and compare the initial
level of understanding and the overall improvement of each group.
Data Collection
The data for this research were collected at the beginning of the first day with each
student being given the opportunity to pronounce each word three times and the number of
correct and incorrect pronucations recorded. Data were then once again collected in the same
way at the end of the second day in order to measure the overall improvement of the sample
groups.
Data Analysis
The average results from the pre-tests and post-test were compared to acquire the
overall percentage of improvement of the students. Then the researcher analyzed the sample
groups further to see the individual trends in each group and the levels of phonic awareness and
understanding of the phonic rules each group displayed.
Improving Language Learning Theroy
NLP provides theoretical grounds and practical implementation for teachers to use
technology-based computer systems in their classrooms to improve the experience students
have in language learmning (VanLehn, 2011, pp.197-221). The linguistic aspects of NLP systems in
educations contexts can assist in managing and dealing with the complexities Thai teachers
have when teaching English speaking. Many Thai teachers lack confidence to teach English and
those that do can never be absolutely certain that they haven’t mispronounced a word when
it comes to speaking. This can promote negative language transfer in students for example they
may remain unaware of the final sounds that are present in the English language because their
teachers suffered from interlanguage fossilization and were unable to pronounce the final
sounds themselves (Richards, &Rodgers, 2011; Branden, 2012, pp.140-148). NLP can prevent this by
enabling Thai teachers to analyze the phonetic, syntactic and morphological factors by using
the NLP systems. The use of NLP systems can also motivate students in language learning as
they can be applied to enhance the educational practices and the overall academic
performance of students. Nowadays, technology is something that the younger generation is
excited about so by using it in education teachers can motivate students to focus and develop
understanding of the content the teacher provides during their lesson (Benson, P., 2013). The linguistic
tools assist in the process of evaluating and managing the problems teachers have when
teaching the phonetics and morphological composition of speaking but also in many of the
other components and skills in English as well. Hence, it can be said that NLP applications have
unlimited potential in educational environments (Eskenazi, 2009, pp.832- 844; Evens, &Mlichael,
2016)

The eight identified ways that NLP can improve language leamning include 1) Remembering:
students ability to re call, express and reproduce information about the English language, 2) Understanding:
their ability to interpret English and give examples of their own, 3) Applying: students ability to
implement and apply what they have learnt from the NLP application to answer questions and
problems, 4) Awareness; ability to recognize their own mistakes and errors, 5) Analyzing: their
ability to compare and explain the features of their own language and that of the L2, 6) Evaluating:
students ability to look at English critically and judge how it can be used appropriately 7) Creating: students
ability to make sentences and English words, finally 8) Motivating; students are given extrinsic

motivation when they are allowed to use an NLP application in education.

RESEACRH RESULTS
Population of this study consisted of 60 students categorized into three groups. The overall
results showed that when displayed in a pie graph the students achieved 26% accuracy on the pre-

test and 74% accuracy on the post-test see Fig.2.

This shows the level of improvement after using the NLP application for only two days.
All of the sample groups improved significantly supporting the concept that NLP can be utilized

effectively to promote language learning of students in rural areas.

Upon further more detailed analysis of the results, it became apparent just how
effective NLP is for improving the English pronunciation of rural students. Initially the sample
group was unable to pronounce the grade 5 and 6 level standard words correctly; achieving
only 4 percent accuracy however after being exposed to the NLP application for two days their
accuracy improved dramatically achieving a 96 percent level of accuracy according to the Fig 3.
The NLP application was able to equip the students to achieve a higher percentage of correct
pronunciation of the words which were even beyond their level of learning. Even for the words
that were at their level of understanding, the NLP application was able to take them from a 31

percent accuracy rate to a 69 percent rate of accuracy according to the Fig 4. This supports the
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evidence that NLP applications are great tools to improve language learning in rural areas where

there is a lack of resources and learning opportunities.

DISCUSSION

All sample groups showed the same trend however not to the extent of which it is seen in
the data recorded from the grade 4 students. The fact that in the pre-test all the sample groups
showed an extremely low level of understanding of the English phonological rules was surprising.
The pre-test results of the grade 4 students vary only slightly to that of the students in grade 6 who
should have already acquired the grade 4 and 5 level words in general education. Where general
education seemed to fail the students in developing the students lexicon within two days, the NLP
application had motivated the students to self-correct to the point that when they spoke into the
android smart phone’s microphone the written font would turn green to show a correct
pronunciation. The machine developed awareness in the students by reiterating the correct
pronunciation over and over again until the students were able to pronounce the words for
themselves. This two day study is undeniable evidence that the NLP application if used continually
in the rural school’s curriculum the students would achieve higher academic results in language

learning, especially in the area of pronunciation.

CONCLUSIONS

In conclusion, NLP provides perfect solutions to the many of the problems and barriers
rural teachers face in the current Thai educational system. The results of this research emulate
how much the current method of education is affecting the academic progress and learning of
the students in regards to correct English pronunciation. NLP applications in the classroom are a
cost-effective method to assist the progress and improvement in the learning ability of

students. This is not only in the area of pronunciation but NLP can be implemented to improve
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all English skills and the assessment of texts. It is inequitable to presume that rural teachers will
be able to teach all the subjects required of them in the current system. When it comes to
pronunciation the benefits of using NLP systems are unquestionable in that students can be
assured that they are receiving accurate native like pronunciation training. This reinforces the
importance of incorporating NLP into English teaching curriculums. Not only this, but the use of
NLP devices to check grammar, syntax, and sentence composition will save teachers time and
provide assistance for both teachers and learners. Learners can receive intrinsic motivation by
using NLP applications like that of the DetectMeEnglish software. Through these applications

students are encouraged to self-correct and practice even when a teacher is not present.

SUGGESTION

In the future further research could be conducted to identify the impact of ongoing
individual learning, using NLP applications because NLP provides theoretical grounds and
practical implementation for teachers to use technology-based computer systems in their
classrooms to improve the experience students have in language learning (VanLehn, K., 2011,
pp.197-221). The linguistic aspects of NLP systems in educations contexts can assist in
managing and dealing with the complexities Thai teachers have when teaching English speakins.
Hence, it can be said that NLP applications have unlimited potential in educational environments
(Eskenazi, 2009, pp.832- 844, Evens, &Michael, 2016)
